Scminaf byl obsahové zaméfen na "Geograficky vyzkum Zivotniho
prostiedi na prikladu modelovych oblasti Frenstitska a Horniho
Gorenjska". Zaseddni se uskuteénilo v Ljubljani od 22. - 27. kvétna 1989
7a ucasti 30 specialistdl, z toho 6 z CSSR.

Pfedndskova ¢dst byla zaméfena na srovndni vysledkd vyzkumu v
modelovych oblastech Frenstatska a Horniho Gorenjska. S vyuzitim
analyz zkoumanych dzemi byly zpracovény spolceéné tématické bloky
syntetizujici tcorcticko-metodicky pFistup, pfirodni a socio-ckonomické
prostiedi, interakce vlivll hospoddfské cinnosti clovéka na zivotni
prostfedi, soucasny stav a trendy vyvoje krajiny a souhrnnou progndzu
zmén Zivotniho prostfedi modelovych oblasti Frenstitska a Horniho
Goren jska.

INTRODUCTION

This issue of Geographica Slovenica presents the results of the IL
Slovene-Czech conference, part of the bilateral cooperation between the
Institute of Geography of the University Edvard Kardelj in Ljubljana
and the Institute of Geography of CSAV (Czechoslovak Academy of
Sciences) in Brno.

In the five-year period 1985-1990 this cooperation between the two
institutes has been and is being directed towards the geographical study
of changes in socio-economic structure with respect to environmental
quality.

The conference itself was organized for the purpose of presenting
results of geographical research on the environment in the regions of
Frenstatsko (in  Czechoslovakia) and Zgornja Gorenjska (Socialist
Republic of Slovenia). This meeting of 30 rescarchers, six of whom
came from Czechoslovakia, took place in Ljubljana May 22-27 1989.

The results of the research are presented so as to enable an ongoing
comparison of research experiences and methods of work in the two
regions studied. We have combined a comparative analysis of the
regions with joint thematic chapters which present the theoretical and
methodological approaches, natural and socio-economic characteristics,
impacts of economic activities on the environment, the present state and
trends in the development of the region, and prognoses of
environmental change.

In the second part of the publication results from studies of selected
problems are presented. These require fuller presentation as a result of
their present-day relevance as well as to serve the purpose of
illustration of the different approaches taken by researchers from the
two institutions.
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
